FIRE SAFETY POLICY

Interfering with the fire fighting equipment or the fire alarm is a serious offence. It may endanger lives and is punishable by a fine of up to €350

Each student should: 

•
Familiarise himself with the Fire Drill, Exit Routes and Assembly Point

•
Follow the instructions below 

•
Be quiet and orderly during the process

When the alarm sounds

During Class Time

•
Students beside windows should close them

•
Specialist rooms: Turn off/unplug all gas and electrical appliances and 
 
master switches before leaving the room.

•
Go in single file, by the most direct route, to the Assembly Point.

•
Do not stop to collect belongings.

•
Do not run or attempt to pass others.

•
Do not return for anything forgotten.

•
The Teacher/Supervisor will close the door and follow at the rear of the 
 
group.

Outside Class Time

•
Go in single file, by the most direct route, to the Assembly Point.

Assembly Point

This is located between the roundabout and the Pastoral Care Centre.

Students should:

•
Assemble in silence, in single file with your class group.

•
Look around for the students who were with you in class and if 
 
someone is missing, inform your teacher immediately.

•
A roll call will be taken by your teacher.

•
Permission to re-enter the building will be given when it is safe to do so.
•
Never absent yourself from class without the teachers’ permission.

•
Always seek permission before leaving the school. 

Do not leave the premises without this permission – 

otherwise you will be reported as missing and someone may have to endanger his her life entering the building to look for you.
